FROM ROUTINE AND AN
OPPORTUNITY TO TAKE ON
SOMETHING NEW. In this issue, the
rabbis are taking a break from writing
monthly Bulletin articles. The programs
described on the following pages offer
new possibilities for study, entertainment, and service.

If you’ve not yet participated in our Mitzvah of the Month
program, there is a chance to do a summer project right on the
Upper East Side (see p. 11). If your schedule at work is lighter
in summer, join Rabbi Zuckerman at Midtown Lunch & Learn
to find out how rabbis in the Conservative movement have
interpreted Jewish law to meet contemporary challenges (see
p. 7). If you’ve missed attending Yiddish Club because it meets
during the day, July brings a chance to spend an evening with
other congregants who thrill to the sounds of mameloshn (see
p- 8).

On Monday evening, August 8, and Tuesday, August 9, we
will observe Tisha B’ Ay, the 9th day of the month of Av, the
date that we commemorate the destruction of both the First and
Second Temples in Jerusalem and mourn other catastrophic
events in Jewish history. Tisha B’Av is the only 25-hour fast on
our calendar other than Yom Kippur. Unlike Yom Kippur, which

is a solemn day, but not a sad one, Tisha B’Av is a day of public
mourning. Following tradition, we chant Eikhah, the Book of
Lamentations, sing dirges, recite daily prayers without melody,
and even refrain from greeting one another. In reality, however,
with so many people taking vacations and spending weekends
away from the city, Tisha B’Av can be one of the few times over
the summer that we see friends in the synagogue community.
Tisha B’Av evening may feel upbeat instead of mournful.
Anyone who has ever been to Jewish overnight camp remembers
Tisha B’Av as an emotional high point of the summer. Coming
to synagogue on Tisha B’ Av may seem more like coming to a
camp reunion than to a place of mourning. How do we integrate
our warm feelings with the knowledge that we are gathered to
commemorate sad events? Perhaps we focus on the remarkable
fact that more than 2,000 years since the Second Temple was
destroyed, we Jews are still here to remember it! In that vein,
we will have the opportunity on Erev Tisha B’ Ay, in addition to
hearing the traditional laments and dirges, to hear from Rabbi
David Hoffman from JTS about how we reconcile mourning for
the destruction of Jerusalem with celebrating the rebirth of Israel
(see p. 9).

Summer is a time to sign off and to sign on, to reduce activity
and to become busy with something different. Make Park Avenue
Synagogue your summer retreat and your summer adventure. We
hope to see you often!

BACKGROUND AND A DEEP
CONNECTION TO JUDAISM. Born
in Haifa, Israel, Shiree studied classical
music and graduated with a Bachelor's
Degree in music from the Hebrew
University of Jerusalem. She came to
the U.S. to study opera and earned a
Master in Vocal Performance from the Manhattan School of
Music, where her performances won praise from the New York
Times. Shiree has performed recitals with orchestras and musical
ensembles at Carnegie Hall, in other U.S. cities, Rome, Ukraine
and Israel.

Shiree is excited to come to Park Avenue Synagogue, where
she will have opportunities not only to lead prayer from the
bimah, but also to sing with young children, to share her love
of liturgy with adults and schoolchildren, to help young men
and women prepare to become Bar and Bat Mitzvah, and to
participate in cantorial concerts.

Conversion Course at PAS

VER THE PAST NINE MONTHS, Park Avenue
O Synagogue offered MASA’OT: Journeys into

Judaism, a course for people considering conversion
to Judaism under the auspices of the Conservative movement.
Fifteen participants, including the Jewish partners of people
in relationships, were enrolled in the class, which offered
instruction in Jewish concepts, values, holidays, lifecycle events,
and worship, and guidance in how to create a Jewish home.
By the conclusion of the course, nine individuals had appeared
before a Bet Din, immersed in the mikveh, and become Jews.

Chanting the Torah How does a Jew know what to do? Since the time of the

rabbinic sages, a Jew who had a serious ethical or legal
problem would send a written question to a rabbi, who
would answer with a detailed reply based on the Bible, the
Babylonian Talmud, commentaries to the Talmud and codes
of Jewish law. Together, these questions and answers are
called responsa. Responsa literature is more than a catalog
of answers to particular legal questions. This literature forms
an historical record that expresses the ongoing ability of
Judaism to address contemporary challenges through the
lens of Jewish ethics and values. In this class, we will study
compelling responsa from the Conservative Movement’s
Committee of Jewish Law and Standards, material that
demonstrates not only the powerful moral voice of our
tradition, but also the vibrancy of Conservative Judaism as it
evolves and speaks to Jews in the 21st century.

The Ultimate Mitzvah

CAN'T TELL BECAUSE OF THE FOG! In the pouring

rain, we finally made it to Baron Hirsch Cemetery in
Staten Island. We were there to perform the mitzvah of respecting
the dead. The cemetery was gigantic. Graves stretched as far as
the eye could see. Many of the tombstones were covered with
overgrown branches, infested with poison ivy.

Our job was to hack away at this foliage, which completely
blanketed the tombstones. We were given heavy gloves to protect
us from the poison ivy and thorns. Our tools were gigantic, sharp,
hedge cutters. There was even a chain saw!

We had to look very closely to find the tombstones under the
countless branches. Our objective was clear. We cut from the
trees, branch by branch. I soon learned that the heavy gloves

were no match for the thorns. I was constantly pricked and left
with wounds as a result. We dragged away tarps full of what felt
like 1000 pounds of branches, ivy, and thorns, but we kept on
hacking, in the pouring rain. This hacking took great amounts of
teamwork.

While we were chopping away, I began to wonder: Maybe
I know the person whose name is on this grave. Finally, the
tombstone was visible. I used my glove to clear away the dirt
until the name “EPSTEIN” was visible, in faded lettering. I
didn’t know who Epstein was, but I learned it didn’t matter
whom the grave belonged to. What I realized at that moment
was that we were doing one of the highest mitzvot. We cared for
someone’s eternal resting place and expected nothing in return.

HEN GOD SENT MOSES TO EGYPT TO FREE
s ’s / THE ISRAELITES, MOSES RESISTED THE CALL.
Questioning his own abilities he asked, Mi anochi,
who am I to undertake this? He pleaded with God, “I have never
been a man of words. Make someone else your agent.”

Such was the humble beginning of the first, great story of
human liberation and social justice. Moses ultimately answers the
question, Mi anochi, not with words, but with actions. He acts to
free his people, relieving their suffering and igniting a spark for
social justice that has been kept alight by the Jewish community
for generations.

This past year our community has been kindling that spark
every month as we relieved the suffering of others through our
Mitzvah of the Month program, launched on Mitzvah Day 2010.
From October through July, over 100 volunteers of all ages have
worked with 14 different organizations to help hundreds of our
most vulnerable neighbors.

We fed the hungry by packing hundreds of bags of food and
handing them out at the Yorkville Common Pantry. More than 50
people helped our High School students pack 500 Thanksgiving
bags for the clients of our own Food Pantry. Another team of vol-
unteers served hot lunch to the elderly residents of a Metropolitan
Council on Jewish Poverty* residence. In yet another initiative,
MOTM volunteers joined forces with the Men’s Club and High
School students to serve lunch and entertain more than 80 clients
of Project Ezra. April saw our community’s first participation in
Midnight Run, an opportunity to provide clothing as well as food.
After collecting and assembling hundreds of bags of food, clothes
and toiletries, a group including many of our teens rode in vans
throughout Manhattan to deliver the items to the homeless late
one Saturday night.

Several of our projects gave us the opportunity to honor the
elderly. There were the meals served at the Met Council residence
and for Project Ezra. In addition, our youth choir, Tavim, made
the elderly residents of Jewish Home Lifecare* laugh and cry
twice during the year when they sang for Hanukkah and again for
Purim, led by Cantor Elana Rozenfeld. The residents loved the
children so much that we have an open invitation to visit and we
will do so again.

The Torah tells us repeatedly to care for the “widows
and orphans,” in other words, for the most vulnerable in our
communities. On Martin Luther King Day we sent one group
of volunteers to paint a community center in a large Brooklyn
housing estate with Habitat for Humanity, while another team
delivered information about Food Stamps and Medicaid to
residents of a neighborhood in the Bronx. Our Congregational



School students collected and assembled 200 bags of school
supplies for children living in homeless shelters run by Women-
in-Need. When we hand-delivered the bags to the shelter, we
spent time with the children doing crafts, and Jody Prusan came
along to provide live entertainment. Still other volunteers spent
an afternoon with the children of the Henry Ittleson Center*

in Riverdale. Together with these young people who have
experienced severe trauma in their young lives we decorated
cookies, painted craft projects and sang and danced to Matt
Check’s impressive repertoire of Michael Jackson songs.

In Judaism, treating others justly extends to honoring the
dead. On a Sunday in May, PAS volunteers braved the rain to
clean up a section of the Baron Hirsch Cemetery in Staten Island,
working in partnership with the Community Association for
Jewish At-Risk Cemeteries*. (See p. 11.)

In a project that cared for our neighbors and for our
neighborhood, we spruced up the gardens at the Abraham
III Residence* which houses formerly homeless people with
psychiatric disabilities nearby on the Upper East Side.

Practicing the mitzvah of visiting the ill, we will end the year
on a high note in July, by spending the morning with the children
of Sunrise Day Camp.* (See p. 11.)

Yasher koach to all who worked hard to make our first year
a great success! We are grateful to all the members of the clergy
and senior staff who participated in projects. We especially thank
the volunteers who led our dedicated teams: Lisa Dessler, Debbie
Gahr, Leith Greenslade, Lite Sabin, Lisa Siegal, Dawn Spiera,
Sally Tycher, and the extraordinary Silverstone and Moses-
Gurevitch families.
